WHAT are Native Plants? 
 
Native plants are those which are naturally found 
in a given geographic region.  They may be found 
in woodlands, in wetlands or in open spaces, but 
they all have in common the fact that they have 
evolved in the unique conditions of that particu-
lar area.  This gives native plants a survival ad-
vantage which many imported plants do not 
have. 
 
WHY should I invest in native plants? 
 
Over the centuries, we  have greatly disrupted 
our environment.  In many cases we have elimi-
nated native vegetation and often we have re-
placed it with imported species or pavement.  
Landscaping with native plants is a personal, 
small-scale way to compensate for the loss of 
diversity that is occurring with the increasing  
development of open space. 
 Native Plants are beautiful and bring  
hardiness to the garden.  When sited correctly, 
they will thrive without the addition of fertilizers 
and pesticides.  Once established, their extensive 
root systems assist in conferring drought resis-
tance.  They are the best choice for attracting 
wildlife and providing food and habitat for birds, 
butterflies and other pollinators that rely on na-
tive species for their survival. 
         The Manada Conservancy strives to build 
awareness of the vital role which native plants 
play in the landscape. Our annual sale is dedi-
cated to providing nursery grown natives and 
horticultural information so that we all may par-
ticipate in re-establishing beautiful native plant 
communities in South Central PA.
